Fire Department Update

Police Department Update

· Doug Wiesman (District 2 Captain) introduced the officers and detective accompanying him, just three of the 120 policemen in the District he’s responsible for.  There is an initiative within the District to increase training for crime scene investigations.  Most officers currently are not adequately trained in those techniques and he is attempting to increase that expertise among the police force.

· Officer Dwayne Dawson (Community Liaison) presented the crime report for the community.  A large majority of crimes involve theft from automobiles (GPS systems/wallets/purses).  He asked that individuals not leave valuables in sight in the car.  On the positive side, there is little other crime in the community.

Cincinnati Recreation Commission Update

· Greg Pierson, from CRC, offered the use of the Oakley Community Center for the three adjacent community counsels (Mt Lookout/Oakley/Hyde Park) to meet for a joint meeting if so scheduled.  He also directed individuals to the CRC website -www.cincyrec.org – to complete a short survey regarding the Oakley Recreation Center. 

Kilgore School

· A representative from Kilgore Elementary School invited everyone to tour the new school building on 1339 Herschel Avenue – tours are available every Wednesday at 10:00 am.  A ribbon-cutting ceremony will be held on September 23 at 10:30 am.

MLCC President Update – John Brannock

· The new MLCC Board Members introduced themselves.  John noted the expansion of the Board to 13 members (from 8).

· One of his goals as President is to increase communication to the community, including emailing of meeting reminders, announcements and the monthly Observer and the mailing of a paper version of the Observer at least twice a year.

· Also more exposure of the MLCC at community events, such as booths at Ault Park events, etc.

· More collaboration with surrounding areas and community councils – Hyde Park, Oakley, Columbia Tusculum, etc.

· More frequent, user friendly updates to the website (www.mtlookout.org)

MLCC Membership Update – Eric Flamme

· Membership cards are to be designed and printed for 2009 memberships 

· MLCC membership is currently at 60 members ($20 annual membership fee on a calendar year basis).

· Goal is to increase membership, since only a small percentage of households are members.

MLCC Treasurer Update – Matt Johnson

· Year to date revenues are ~$7,400 and year to date expenses are ~$10,000

· Current financial balance is $2,500

· ORP Lawn Services has been awarded the contract for landscaping services on the Square – the cost is approximately one-half of the former contract and includes more services.

· Question – “How does the MLCC Board intend to increase membership?”

- The MLCC is not satisfied with the low membership number.  Hopefully, membership will increase with increased Council presence in the community and promotions and solicitations to join.

The attendee went on to challenge the MLCC Board, especially with its new members, to increase membership within the community.  At one point, the MLCC had over 400 members and was quite a force within the community and the City of Cincinnati.
