Square Revitalization Update

We're already into fall season and things are progressing nicely
on the second phase of Square revitalization construction.

The Mt. Lookout Development Corp has spoken to a number

of people who are a little tired of the construction-related traffic
congestion (maybe this is an understatement!), but we’re happy
to say that the construction appears to be on schedule, and
should be wrapping up in the next couple months. At the conclu-
sion of this construction phase, we will have all major construction
completed on this project. Following is the status of Phase 2
construction items:

Landscaping - The Community Council has been maintain-
ing the parking island and tree wells at the request of residents
and businesses. This landscape maintenance will not continue
in 2013, so we need to come up with a community game plan
for long term landscape maintenance through volunteerism and
perhaps some private /Mt. Lookout business funding.

Large Traffic Island - The City of Cincinnati has informed
the MLCDC that our community-designed plans can be accom-
plished with the current budget provided through our NBD
funding. Improvement include: a drinking fountain with dog bowl,
a circular cement area for gathering, new benches, a granite
seating area, some landscaping. This is exciting, and really a
testament to the great work the City, Contractor and Mt. Lookout
project teams are doing to keep schedule and budget on target.

FOURTH ANNUAL

The Mt. Lookout Community Council would like to invite you, your
family, and friends to the 4th annual Fall Festival on October 29th,
from 12-4 pm. Again this year, due to the construction in the
square and the large location, we have decided to celebrate at
the location of our weekly farmers’ market behind Cardinal Pacelli
School on Ellison Ave. Even though the farmers’ market is finished
for the year, most of our vendors are coming back for this great
community celebration.

We will have the same traditional events for the kids including the
giant bouncy castle, face painting, corn hole, cake walk, and a
costume contest since it is right before Halloween. National Trail
Family Farm is once again going to be donating a pig roast to the
community council and we will be asking for a small donation for
each sandwich to help offset our costs. New this year, we are
having two bands for your entertainment. Adult beverages will
also be for sale; pop and water will be free for this historically
beautiful and sunny, October day.

Flag pole and small traffic island - Another exciting
development is news that our existing budget will cover flag pole
refurbishment, including the island itself, pole sanding/painting,
and new cabling/pulleys. Very exciting indeed!

Engraved Pavers - A number of people are probably
wondering where their money went when they ordered pavers

last year. Well... we're just about ready to have the first round of
pavers ordered and installed. The MLCDC will be ordering the
pavers in November, and will have them installed in the spring,
2012.

We have 100 pavers ordered at this time, and we are limiting the
total number sold to 250, so hurry and get your orders in before
November 30!

Coming in 2012! The MLCDC has applied for funding to
complete some signage design planning in 2012. The MLCDC
will also be working with the community to implement the
remaining Square “accessory” items including:

e Mt. Lookout gateway signage

e L andscaping / potted and hanging plants

¢ Benches

e Brass sundial and brass statue
