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Phase-1 Revitalization Update

The Mt. Lookout Community Development Corporation (MLCDC) Board is proud to
announce that Phase | of the Mt. Lookout Square Revitalization is complete! We have
had a wonderful response from the community and businesses. There have also been
a few comments about the parking pay station in the island, and the left turn lane
(timing of the light). The MLCDC appreciates all feedback, so please keep it coming by
e-mailing us at squareproject@mtlookout.org. \We will follow up with the City on any
concerns, so please come to the Mt. Lookout Community Council public meetings for
updates as well. While the construction is never fun to deal with, we hope you like the
transformation that is occurring thus far!

In addition, The Mt. Lookout Community has received much of the funding for Phase |I
of construction from the City of Cincinnati. Special thanks to CNBDU and the efforts of
City Councilwoman Laure Quinlivan who worked with City Administration to reallocate
funds from a stalled capital investment project. The total amount raised through the
City for Phase Il is $750,000! Phase Il designs, and the contract bid process should
be completed by March, and we hope to be breaking ground by April, 2011.

The community still needs to raise between $140,000 and $200,000 to complete the
more decorative aspects of the green space throughout the Square including benches,
trees, monuments, time capsule, banners, gateway signage, and more! Your pavers’
contribution goes towards achieving that goal.
